The conversations they conduct 
may seem mundane, but as they open up, they end up sharing their funny and moving tales 
of love, longing and loss, with their painter slowly revealing unexpected interconnections 
and moving truths. We are proud to present the first international production of this play, 
after its sold-out run at the Edinburgh Festival Fringe.
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ArtisTree Selects: Theatre Bites is a first-of-its-kind international 
collaboration. Beginning in Autumn 2017, we began mapping out and cultivating 
ideas for this inaugural festival. From the outset, it was of the utmost importance 
to create a selection of work that speaks to a new generation of theatre-goers and 
to the issues facing us as global citizens today.
